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NOTE:

The tables were arranged according to the Regional
Offices of the Ministry of Agriculture for the
benefit of the regional offices, who deal with the
water consumers in their region.

Since 1975 the Rehovot Region has been split into
two: Rehovot and Jerusalem Regions.

The tables in this publication present the statistical
data of ten years within the period of 1962-1979.

The data of 1979 are not final yet. Therefore they
have been omitted in some of the tables.
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The Water Allocation Department has published a number of
summing-up reports on water consumption and extraction in the past
few years.During this period, enough comparative data have been
gathered to form a system whereby it would be possible to determine
the development trends in water extraction and consumption.

The expansion of the economic sectors and the increase of the
population have not been accompanied by a corresponding increase of
potential water resources. Water has thus become one of the more
serious limiting factors for further development. In consequence, it
was necessary to introduce a system of administrative allocation to
supplement the "automatic" optimal allocation of these scarce
resources.

An analysis of these data may indicate the ways to be followed
in developing new water sources and in modifying their use. This
could be done in the light of the present hydrological state of the
water resources, which has been thrown off balance by a number of
near-successive years of drought, and has thus brought about an
intensive utilization of the water resources. Today, these resources
are being drawn upon to about 95 percent of their potential capacity.
Such an analysis could also indicate the weak spots that should be
given first priority in the adoption of new methods of efficient
and economic water use in all branches of production and in domestic
consumption.

All those actively concerned with the water economy - planners,
suppliers, and consumers alike - will fined here the broad statistical
basis which will help them to plan their various activities in this
field.

Readers' comments, as well as requests for the inclusion of
additional material in subsequent issues,will be welcome.
