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Summary 

About 2 0 0  Chinese m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  ha%e dropped 
o u t  of  s i g h t  i n  1971-72, and a r e  s t i l l  m i s s i h g \ a f t e r  Army 
Day (1 August).  While s e v e r a l  l e a d e r s  c a r r i e d  a s  "missing" 
p r i o r  t o  ,1 August turned  up i n  t h e  Army Day r 'eport ing,  
about t h e  same number - -  who had made appearances a f t e r  
t h e  f a l l  o f  Lin P i a o ' s  group i n  September 1971 and were 
not  regarded a s  missing - -  f a i l e d  t o  appea? on Army Day 
i n  such circumstances a s  t o  add themselves t o  t h e  "missing" 
l i s t ,  This  memorandum is  a  c h e c k l i s t  o f  107 of t h e  2 0 0 ,  
regarded i n  genera l  a s  t h e  most important of  t h e  l o t . *  

T h i r t y  of t h e  missing a r e  those thus  f a r  named i n  
Pa r ty  documents and b r i e f i n g s  a s  members of  L i n ' s  "counter-  
r evo lu t iona ry  c o n s p i r a t o r i a l  c l ique . "  The o t h e r s  a r e  missing

f o r  presently-unknown reasons ,  but  t h e r e  a r e  grounds f o r  
b e l i e f  t h a t  a s u b s t a n t i a l  number of them have been o r  w i l l  
be purged f o r  a l l e g e d  compl ic i ty  o r  sympathy wi th  L i n P s  
group, 

The most important  and well-known of t h e  30  were 
t h e  s i x  f u l l  members of t h e  Po l i tbu ro  who he ld  among them- 
s e l v e s  - -  through concurrent  p o s t s  - -  t h e  c h i e f  p o s i t i o n s  
i n  command-and-control of t h e  PLA, Eleven o t h e r  c e n t r a l  
m i l i t a r y  l eade r s  have heen i d e n t i f i e d  a s  f e l low-consp i ra to r s :  
a few of them prev ious ly  l i t t l e -known or  even unknown, 
but  most of them known o r  be l ieved  t o  be c l o s e  t o  t h e  s i x  
p r i n c i p a l s ,  and most o f  them A i r  Force o f f i c e r s .  Th i r t een  
r eg iona l  f i g u r e s  - -  most of  them i n  t h e  Nanking and Canton 
MRk,  which Mao toured immediately p r i o r  t o  t h e  purge - -  have 
a l s o  been named a s  c o n s p i r a t o r s ,  and mostrof them too  were . 
A i r  Force o f f i c e r s ,  Some of t h e s e  i d e n t i f i e d  c o n s p i r a t o r s  
a r e  d%ad, t h e  r e s t  i n  p r i son .  ,None of them i s  expected 
t o  reappear ,  un les s  he can " r e h a b i l i t a t e "  himself by 
impl i ca t ing  o t h e r s ,  

Of t h e  c e n t r a l  m i l i t a r y  l eade r s  missing f o r  s t i l l -  
unknown reasons ,  some 2 5  a r e  regarded a s  important f i g u r e s .  
About h a l f  of them a r e  known o r  be l ieved  t o  have been c l o s e  
t o  t h e  purged c e n t r a l  l e a d e r s .  Some of these  25 can be 
expected never t o  reappear ,  and o t h e r s  t o  reappear  only  
a f t e r  years .  

~ Of t h e  r eg iona l  m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  - -  r e p r e s e n t i n g  
almost a l l  of t h e  l4Rs - -  missing f o r  s t i l l -unknown reasons ,  
some 2 6  a r e  regarded as  important  f i g u r e s ,  A t  t h e  pro-  
v i n c i a l  and major municipal l e v e l ,  t h e r e  a r e  another  26 
such f i g u r e s .  Most of those  i n  both  groups have no appar-  
e n t  s t r o n g  bonds wi th  t h e  purged l e a d e r s ,  bu t  s e v e r a l  of 
them i n  both groups do look t o  be pro teges  of those  l e a d e r s .  
Some i n  both  groups w i l l  probably never reappear ,  and some 
only a f t e r  y e a r s ,  



The coverage of Army Day r a l l i e s  throughout China 
was uneven, ranging from thorough t o  none. A thoroughly- 
repor ted  tu rnou t  tends t o  h i g h l i g h t  a  missing l eade r  a s  
a  suspect  f o r  t h e  purge l i s t .  A t o t a l  absence of  r e p o r t -  
ing tends t o  do t h e  same: t h a t  i s ,  i n  some cases  (e.g.  
t h e  Chengtu and Kunming MRs), t h e  l ack  of r epor t ing  seems 
t o  be explained by t h e  number and importance of t h e  m i l i t a r y  
l eade r s  i n  those  a reas  who a r e  i n  t r o u b l e ,  

F i n a l l y ,  a number of m i l i t a r y  l eade r s  ~ h o  a r e  not  
on t h i s  l i s t  o f  the  "missing" - -  even some of  t h e  m i l i t a r y  
l eade r s  a c t i v e  and i n  apparent  favor  a s  l a t e  a s  1 August 
1972 - -  seem l i k e l y  t o  be "exposed" and purged i n  con- 
nec t ion  wi th  t h e  Lin Piao case ,  a s  i n v e s t i g a t i o n ,  examinat 
t i o n ,  and eva lua t ion  continue.  

There a r e  seve ra l  hundred Chinese m i l i t a r y  f i g u r e s  
who seem'to q u a l i f y  a s  " leaders"  -- t h a t  i s ,  o f f i c e r s  of 
key c e n t r a l  organs such a s  t h e  M i l i t a r y  A$fairs  Committee, 
t h e  Minis t ry  of National Defense, t h e  General S t a f f  Depart-  
ment (or  simply General S t a f f ) ,  the  General P o l i t i c a l  De- 
partment,  and t h e  General Lo i s t i c s  ~epartmdnt ' ;  t h e  corn- . . f manders, deputy commanders, i r s t  p o l i t i c a L  o f f i c e r s ,  c h i e f s -  
o f : s t a f f s  and deputy C/SVs of  t h e  s e r v i c e  arms (e ,g ,  A i r  
Force, Navy) and specialk ' fes  (-e.g. Armored, A r t i l l e r y ,  
Engineers) ;  t hose  appearing i n  Peking i n  groups of  m i l i t a r y  
l eade r s  a t  those  leve.ls bu t  i n  u m p e c i f i e d  p o s t s ;  a t  t h e  
regional ,  p r o v i n c i a l ,  and major municipal l e v e l s ,  t he  
commanders,.deputy commanders, f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s ,  
deputy p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s ,  C/S1s, deputy C/Sss9  and " leaders"  
and " respons ib le  personst1 of M i l i t a r y  Regions, M i l i t a r y  
D i s t r i c t s ,  and major Garr isons;  and wi th in  t h e  MRs and W D s ,

t h e  l e a d e r s  of t h e  th i r ty -odd  numbered armies.  One can be 



-. f a i r l y  conf ident  o f  i d e n t i f y i n g  t h e  ma jo r i ty  of t h e  cen- 
t r a l  l e a d e r s ,  and? probably,  t h e  ma jo r i ty  of t h e  MR and 
MD and Garr ison f ~ g u r e s ,  a l though a t  a l l  times some of  t h e  
l e s s e r  f i g u r e s  (e.g. deputy commanders and deputy p o l i t i c a l  
o f f i c e r s )  w i l l  escape i d e n t i f i c a t i o n .  The g r e a t e s t  gap 
i s  i n  t h e  i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  of l e a d e r s  of armies,  a s  i n  r e c e n t  
yea r s  Peking has been very r e t i c e n t  about  naming them; 
while  many men known, be l i eved  o r  r epor t ed  t o  have l e d  
t h e s e  armies i n  p a s t  yea r s  were known t o  be a c t i v e  i n  o t h e r  
p o s t s  a s  of e a r l y  1971 and some may have had those  army 
commands concur ren t ly ,  t h e r e  were s o  few f i r m  i d e n t i f i c a -  
t i o n s  of  army l e a d e r s  a s  of e a r l y  1971 t h a t  t h e r e  is5now 
no way t o  provide a meaningful f i g u r e  f o r  t h e  "missing" 
among them.

A t  any given time t h e r e  a r e  many "missing 9 q  Chinese 
m i l i t a r y . l e a d e r s .  I n  a d d i t i o n  t o  t h e  p o o r l y ~ r e p o r t e d  
l e a d e r s  of armies who may no t .have  concurrent  p o s t s  i n  
which they appear ,  p r o v i n c i a l  m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  below t h e  
l e v e l  o f  commander o r  f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r  sometimes go 
f o r  yea r s  without  b e i n g . r e p o r t e d  (some provinces a r e  worse 
than o t h e r s ' a b o u t  t h i s ) ;  one such l eade r  r e c e n t l y  reappeared 
a f t e r  an  absence of t e n  y e a r s ,  But prolonged absences 
- -  of s e v e r a l  months, say ,  on t h e  p a r t  of c e n t r a l  and 
r e g i o n a l  l e a d e r s  who had p rev ious ly  made f r equen t  appear-  
ances,  o r ' o f  a ' y e a r  o r  more ,on t h e  p a r t  of p r o v i n c i a l  
leadeys - -  a r e  i n  gener,al grounds f o r  susp ic ion  t h a t  t hese  
men have been put  under examinatjon, o r  demoted, o r  purged, 
o r  have d ied  o f f i c a l l y  unmourned. Of those  who do no t  
reappear ,  i n  most cases  t h e  reasons f o r  t h e i r  d isappear -  
ance a r e  never discovered.  There have, however, been 
no tab le  exc'eptions., a s  i n  t h e  Peng Te-huai a f f a i r ,  and 
during t h e  Cu l tu ra l  Revolution, and i n  t h e  most r e c e n t  
case  o f  Lin P i a o l s  "counter - revolu t ionary  c o n s p 5 r a t o r i a l  
c l i q u e , "  1 - .  



About 175 Chinese m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  - -  a s  de f ined  
above - -  who dropped o u t  o f  s i g h t  between mid-1968 and t h e  
end of  1970 a r e  s t i l l  miss ing .  There were on ly  a few il- 
l u s t r i o u s  ' f i g u r e s  i n  t h a t  group: no t ab ly  Wen Yu-cheng, 
commander o f  t h e  Peking Garr ison,  and Cheng Wei-shan and 
L i  Hsueh-feng, commander and f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r  
o f  t h e  Peking MR, a11  t h r e e  o f  whom a r e  now b e l i e v e d  t o  have 
been e a r l y  v i c t i m s  o f  Mao's moves t o  c u r t a 2 l  t h e  power o f  
Lin P iao ;  a t  l e a s t  two of  t h e  t h r e e  can be brought  i n t o  
t h e  1971-1972 l i s t ,  a s  t h e  MR was n o t  o f f i c i a l l y  "reorganized" 
u n t i l  January  1971, b u t  a l l  t h r e e  were o u t  o f  t h e  way bq- 
f o r e  t h e  s e r i o u s  p l o t t i n g  a g a i n s t  Mao - -  i nc lud ing  a  p l a n  
f o r  h i s  a s s a s s i n a t i o n  i f  neces sa ry  - -  began i n  o r  about  
January  1971. There were a  few o t h e r  m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  
of s u f f i c i e n t  s t a t u r e  t o  be members of  t h e  Cen t r a l  Committee 
who d i sappea red  i n  t h a t  mid-1968 t o  l a t e  1970 p e r i o d ,  b u t  
on ly  one o f  t h e s e ,  L i  Yuan, commander o f  t h e  47th Army 
(another  Lin pao tege)  was of s p e c i a l  i n t e r e s t .  The 34 
c e n t r a l  m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s  - -  of  t h e  MND, General  S t a f f ,  
CCAF, Navy, and so  on - -  who dropped o u t  i n  t h a t  p e r i o d  
were a l l  secondary f i g u r e s ,  Apart  from t h e  Peking MR 
l e a d e r s ,  no commanders o r .  f i rs t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s  o f  MR 
headqua r t e r s  d i sappeared ,  and only t h r e e  MD commanders o r  
f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s  d i sappeared .  Seve ra l  persons  
known o r  b e l i e v e d  t o  be commanders and f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  
o f f i c e r s  of armies ( i n  a d d i t i o n  t o  L i  Yuan) were un repo r t ed ,  
a s  was Wang L i - t ang ,  t h e  p o s s i b l e  commander o f  t h e  Guards 
Uni t  ( p r o t e c t i n g  P a r t y  l e a d e r s )  of  t h e  Peking Gar r i son ;  
b u t  t h e s e  i n  gene ra l 'we re  men- whose movements were poo r ly  
r e p o r t e d  .in any c a s e ,  and whose absence 'even  now, a s  much 
a s  f o u r  y e a r s  l a t e r , -  cannot  be regarded  as ood evidence %--- t h a t  t hey  have f a l l e n . *  The g r e a t  bu lk  o f  t ose  "missing

A s  i s  w e l l  known, t h e  p i c t u r e  i n  t h e  1971-1972 
per iod ,  whi le  incomplete,  i s  s t r i k i n g l y  d i f f e r e n t ,  The 
d i f f e r e n c e  i n  t h e  country-wide number of t h e  "missing" 
i n  1971-72, a s  compared w i t h  mi- t o  l a t e  1970, i s  
not  p a r t i c u l a r l y  s t r i k i n g :  about 200 m i l i t a r y  l e a d e r s ,  - i n  a d d i t i o n  t o  t h e  175 who dropped o u t  i n  1968-70 and 
a r e  s t i l l  miss ing ,  have f a i l e d  t o  make appropr i a t e  and 
expected appearances f o r  s u f f i c i e n t l y  long per iods  (of 
var ious  l e n g t h s ) ,  s ince;January 1971, t o  r a i s e  a  ques t ion  
as  t o  t h e i r  s t a t u s .  Nel ther  a r e  t h e  d i f f e r e n c e s  a t  t h e  
r eg iona l ,  p r o v i n c i a l ,  g a r r i s o n  and army l e v e l s  e s p e c i a l l y  
remarkable: t h e  f i g u r e s  a r e  a  b i t  h igher  f o r  MR commanders 
and f i r s t  p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s ,  f o r  MD commanders and f i r s t  
p o l i t i c a l  o f f i c e r s ,  and f o r  l e a d e r s  of  g a r r i s o n s ,  bu t  a r e  
lower f o r  l e a d e r s  of armies ( r e f l e c t i n g  t h e  i n c r e a s i n g l y  
spa r se  r e p o r t i n g  on armies)  and a r e  s u b s t a n c ; a l l y  lower 
f o r  depu t i e s  and u n s p e c i f i e d - l e a d e r s  a t  each of  these  
l e v e l s ,  making t h e  t o t a l  f i g u r e  f o r  "missing" m i l i t a r y  
leadeks o u t s i d e  Peking s u b s t a n t i a l l y  lower f o r  t h e  1971- 
1 9 7 2  p e r m - - a b o u t - 1 0 0  - -  than f o r  the  1968-1970 pe r iod ,  

The s t r i k i n g  d i f f e r e n c e  is  i n  t h e  p i c t u r e  of t h e  
c e n t r a l  m i l i t a r y  l eade r sh ip  - -  t he  number of those  missing 
and t h e i r  importance. Almost 1 0 0 , o ~ t h e r o u g h l y  200 who 
have dropped o u t  i n  1971-72 a r e  (or 'were)  c e n t r a l  l e a d e r s ,  
and of t h e s e  100. very many - -  i n  c o n t r a s t  t o  t h e  1968-70 
per iod  - -  a r e  (or' were) important f i g u r e s :  i nc lud ing  s i x  
f u l l  members of t h e  P o l i t b u r o  and' o the r  members o r  a l t e r n a t e  
members of t h e  Cen t ra l  Committee, v i r t u a l l y  t h e  e n t i r e  
top command -of t h e  MAC, t h e  Ch ie f -o f -S ta f f  and most of 
his d e p u t i e s ,  s e v e r a l   leader,^ ,of t h e  General S t a f f  and 
General L ~ g i s t i c s  Departmelits (as .aga ins t  none i n  1968-70), 
many l e a d e r s  o f ' t h e  CCAF (an ast ,onishing number, i f  r eg iona l  
CCAF legder s  a r e  inclu'ded) and of t h e  Navy, and many l e a d e r s  
of t h e  l e s s e r  arms. . 



There follows a list of some 107 missing military 
leaders, regarded as the most important of the roughly 
200 who have dropped out in 1971-72, First come the 17 
central military figures - -  apart from the above-named 
Cheng and Li of the Peking MR - -  named in authenticated 
or alleged Party documents and briefings as members of 
Lin Piao 's llcounter-revolutionary clique," charged inter 
alia with plotting a "coup" entailing the assassination 
of Mao, Next come some 25 other missing central military 
leaders who have not - -  or not yet - -  been named in such 
documents and briefings as involved with Linss group, al- 
though some have been alleged-by non-Party sources to 
have been involved, and some will probably turn up in 
Party documents., Nekt come the 13 regional figures named 
in such Party documents and briefings as conspirators, 
and next come 26 missing regional figures - not so named, 
Finally, come 26 missing provincial military leaders (com- 
manders and first political officers) and their equivalents. 
A littie illumination is offered where possible, 

The central dilitary leaders named as conspirators 
in Party &ocuments and briefinks are:

(i) Lin Piao, Mao ' s llclose comrade- in-arms" 
and designated successor, Vice-chairman of the Party,

(It is 
virtually certain that Lin was killed on 13 September 1971

(ii) Huang Yung-sheng, full member of Polit- 
buro, member of MAC standing committee and secretary-general 
of the MAC, and Chief-of-Staff of the PLA. (A longtime

(v) Hu Ping,  a l s o  s a i d  t o  be a  Deputy C/S 
of t h e  CCAF; LPA February ' 7 1 .  (A Hu Ping was among PLA 
l e a d e r s  'appearing a t  CCAF func t ions  i n  1969-70; t h e  p o s t  
r epor t ed  i3 thus  c r e d i b l e  but  unconfirmed,) 

( v i )  Li  W e i - h s i n ,  s a i d  t o  be t h e  DepDir of 
t h e  S e c r e t a r i a t  of t h e  Pa r ty  Committee of CCAF Hqs who 
helped t o  prepare  t h e  "571" document bu t  who be t rayed  t h e  
conspiracy v o l u n t a r i l y  .or confessed under i n v e s t i g a t i o n .
