This version has been created for the Microsoft HTMLHelp browser, which is included with Windows
98 (and available as update for Windows 95). The text has been normalized in the same way as the
above versions, but the corrections to the Taisho text are now displayed in red. Every section of the
Taisho page (eg. p0001, section a) displays on a HTML page by itself. For ease of reading and for
search across section boundaries, the last two lines of every page have been repeated on the following
page, with the repeated lines 1n this style.
