The most that can be sought is a complete Dictionary in-
the Court dialect, and a convenient vocabulary in each of the several
dialects which claim the attention of missionaries; and the earlier
such a Vocabulary can be prepared the greater will be the saving
of time and labor. It is believed that at least one third of the time
and labor of acquiring a good knowledge of such a dialect as the
Tie Chiu, with only a large Dictionary in the Court dialect, mlght
be saved by- the help of such & Vocabulary.

The termination ou, which has been employed by some, is not used
in this work, as the sound which it represents does not seem to differ
from the sound of o in no; if it has any u sound-it is’ ‘only the neces-
sary turn of the voice in pronouncing the final o.

The w rotains both the consonant and vowel power. - Its consonant
. power, however, is often very weak, sometimes scarely perceptible.

Y is used in but few words, and oven concerning these it may be
doubtful whether ¢ would not be equally proper. It may also be re-

marked that many of the words under the initial i are sometimes
- spokon as if they commenced with y, especially in rapid P onuncia-
tion; as fong like yong.

It is to bo obsorved that no attempt is made to mark the length
of the vowels, but only the naturo of their sounds ; their longth will
vary in the same word according to the fone; a.nd therefore if the
word is.pronounced correotly acoording te its tone, the length of the
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-vowel wxll of cotirse be correct. H.'encé, except m‘tho ease of ¢ and
¢ mentioned in the table as shortened beforé consonants, the lengl;h"
of the vowels may be said to be governed by the tores. This' ‘may
ea.sxly bo seen by pronouncing such words as clmm, che, kan; ktdhy,
in each of the'different tones. '
" The Tie Chm dialect never exhibits the fdllowmg mltm.ls, viti a,
d.'d, f, », v, , and 3 ; 6, is used only in‘ch, and ¢ is sapplanted by k.
The followmg terminations are never found ; d b, d, f, g excépt in’
ng; hyg; ¥, 8 v,2and 2; ¢, g; 0 and y are riot used as finals, their
sounds being otherwise represented.

The low EVERN, or clvie Phe, is stuctly an even tone, being pro-
nounced with a natural even voice and easy cadence at the close.
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The high zvEN is usually found more difficult of utterance; tue sound
is high and somewhat prolonged, resembling a circumflex higher in
the middle than at either end..

". The peculiarity of the HiaH tone consists in a strong emphasis of

"the voice at the beginning of ;& word leaving the end to die away
obscurely.  Words in this tone are usually pronounced much shorter
than in the even ; but when followed by another word which is coupled
to it and to be pronounced in connection with it, the sound is
prolonged, rising, but not increasing in strength, to the close. In
such casos it somewhat resembles the high Going.

The high aoiNa consists, in a prolongation of sound continually
rising to the end. The medium- qoine comprises a class of words
which Tie Chiu men commonly read in an even tone, somewhat
lower than the low xvEN. The low GoiNe tone consists in a pro-
longation of the sound, very low but increasing in sérength or emplmm
to the close.

The ENTERING tone consists in an- abrupt ending, and the Ingh and
low differ in the same manner as the high and low Even. all words
ending in k, p, or ¢ are of this class, and these are the only consonants
. which form the termination ; when the vowels form the termination,
they are pronounced as if a consonant was about to be added but is
suddenly cut off. It is sometimes represented by adding a final 4;
but as the abruptness results from the nature of the tone, if the
" ‘tonal mark is used the A is not necessary. The use of 4 also inter-
rupts the uniformity of the orthogrophy, as words of this tone
belong in the same class with others which do not end with #, and
from which their sound differs only in tone. This may be seen by
pronouncing such syllables as cki, i, fe, in each of the tones.

Though‘ the preceding remarks may help to explain the nature of
the tones in this dialect, yet the learner will need the assistance.of &
teacher with the living voice to enable him attain a perfectly correct
use of them ; and the earlier he learns to dlstmgmsh and pronounce
them correctly the greater will be the saving of his future labor a.nd
the more accurate his use of the language.

4. We may here notice some varieties in the usage of persons

The initial ? and » in such words as lam, lan; nam, nan are often
interchanged ; i.e. some persons will usually say lam lan, others
usually nam, nan, without seeming to perceive any difference. ‘

The terminations 1, and ng, in such words as kwan, kwang; tien,
tiang, are confounded by some who do not seem to notice any differ-
ence between them.. Such persons will also. usnally confound the
terminations ef and ak, as siet, siak.

The @ in such words as i%, 3k, /&, kd is sometimes pronounced u ;
as Ju, ku. Also & in such words as 1§}, 3§ ‘2 ki is often prononunced
d; as td, k0;.and it may be remarked that when the & sound is
given in this class of words it is a more open sound than when it
ocours in the class just before mentioned ; the difference is easily
perceptible, but does. not seem capable of being repreaented by
Roman letters. The # in such words as #in, ngun is sometimes
pronounced ¢; as s, ngin ; by others it 13 proriounced ¢, and the "
changed to ng; as eng, ngeng.

The nasal sounds are used much more by some persons than by
others. The words in which it is universally used are mostly those
which in the Court dialect and also in the Tie Chiu reading sound
end in n or ng; these terminations, in common usage, are often
dropped, and the nasal sound inserted before the preceding vowel,
which is also often changed to suit the new form of the word; as .
Cheng, Chve; Chiang, Ch%e; Chien, Ch™ua ; Hiong, H%ia. * )

5. The Tie Chiu, like most other dialects, has what is called & -
reading and also & common sound to the words. The common
sound, however, to a considerable extent accords with the reading.
Thers are also a large number of words whose reading and common
gounds aré used interchangeably both in reading and in conversation.
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But in other cases the reading sonnd is used only in chanting the
_classics. Neither teachers nor common readers, in rea.dmg a com-
mon book, ever think of using any other than the common sound;
nor do hearers expect any other. Hence reading in the 'ie Chiu
dialect corresponds, more than in some other dialects, with reading :
in other languages. The hearer is expected to understand the
words as they are read, and whatever explanations are made are
r&ther of the thought than of the words. Itis therpfore the common
sound of the words which it is 1mportant for missionaries to know ;
it is well to acquire a knowledge of the. reading sounds in order to
trace analogies and make. comparisons; but for the purpose of mak-
ing known the Gospel it is of but little use. Hence in the following
work the words are arranged according to the common sound; and
wherg, words have several sounds, or tones with different meanings
they are usuglly repeated under each respective sound or tone. In ‘

‘strokes is not indicated, as the eye will at once rest on the
word sought without the trouble of counting. The list
is believed to contain all the words in common use, and
may therefore serve as a gmde in the preparation of Chmese
type, or of Vocabularies in other dxalects
